In geography, pupils will be looking at
physical and human features of Great
Britain, the United Kingdom and its capital
cities.

We will be using inspiration from
the works of Paul Cezanne so that the
children can create their own still life
painting. In term 4, we will learn about
Henri Rousseau’s jungle paintings and the
techniques he used.
